Background

Erwin Schild, a holocaust survivor and distinguished
Rabbi Emeritus of Adath Israel synagogue, spoke at
the 18th Annual Neighbourhood Interfaith dinner.
Rabhbi Schild was heartened by the rapprochement
between Jews and Christians that had occurred over
the past 50 years. But the next challenge, he said, is for
everyone to work together to understand and
appreciate Islam.
