 Sunday Worship Services

8:00 am � Said Holy Communion
The Book of Common Prayer
(includes a brief homily and a closing hymn)

9:15 am � Holy Communion
The Book of Alternative Services (contemporary language)

� includes congregational hymns and a homily
� lay participation as readers, intercessors and 

chalice bearers
� often includes adult choir and junior choir
� congregation stands in a circle around the altar 

for the Eucharistic Prayer and reception of the 
sacrament

Worship & Learning for Children
Children, ages 3-13 years are invited to the Children�s 
Chapel on the lower level beginning at 9:15 am. to 
participate in their own liturgy followed by Bible Study in 
age groups.

Children then join the 9:15 am. congregation for  Holy 
Communion and a closing hymn. 

Childcare for babies & toddlers is available by an 
experienced childcare professional.

11:00 am � Choral Holy Communion
The Book of Alternative Services (traditional language) �
professional and volunteer choir members with a full 
repertoire of Anglican liturgical music and mass settings

4:30 pm � Jazz Vespers (twice/month) 
This is a service with appeal to anyone who loves jazz 
music. The service includes prayers, a sacred reading, and 
a reflection but mostly the focus is superb jazz music 
from Toronto�s finest musicians.

Wednesdays at 7:00 am � Said Holy Communion
The Book of Alternative Services (contemporary language) 
in the Chapel (includes a brief reflection or silence) 
Continental breakfast is served.
